Understand and follow instructions, name parts of the body, 
identify colours and say what they are wearing.

‘Getting to know you’
Learn to greet each other, exchange 
names, ask how someone is, count 
to 10 and say how old they are.

Learn how to identify different family members 
by being able to say ‘my’ and use ‘voici’ to 
explain who’s in a family picture.

‘Food, Glorious, Food’
Learn the vocabulary for a range of food, 
to express likes and dislikes, and to count 
and use plural nouns.
